Outline of the Book of Acts

written by Shirley Davis

This was written by Luke, and follows on after the Gospel of Luke. Both were written to an unknown person named Theophilus (Acts 1:1) and Acts gives a detailed account of the history of the development of the early church. Its stories show how Jesus' disciples, along with new converts, learned to put into practice Jesus' teachings on a daily basis and dealt with the many trials and challenges that came as a result. It includes both miracles of faith and accounts of disagreements and hardship, and so can be an inspiration to us all as Christians.

It begins with the promised outpouring of the Holy Spirit upon Christ's followers at Pentecost, which gives them the boldness and power to begin publicly preaching the Gospel, thus beginning the work to fulfill the Great Commission. The book can be divided into three parts according to Christ's words in Acts 1:8:

a) Acts 1-7: the period of home missions in Jerusalem - including details of the ministries of several key apostles, and the organization of the church as believers work together.

b) Acts 8-12: the spread of the Gospel to Judea and Samaria - as the apostles are led by the Holy Spirit to reach out to the Gentiles, and so begin traveling further.


c) Acts 13-28: the church sets aside Paul and Barnabas to take the Gospel to foreign lands. Details of three different missionary journeys are given as persecution increases, ending with Paul's arrival in Rome, where he is later martyred.
A suggested memory verse from the NIV translation is given for each chapter.

Chapter 1
Acts 1:8 "But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes on you; and you will be my 


witnesses in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the earth.”
v.1-8

Luke's introduction to the book and reminder of Christ's final words to his disciples, including the 



importance of the baptism of the Holy Spirit to accomplish the Great Commission.
v.9-11

The disciples watch as Jesus ascends into Heaven.

v.12-15

The disciples and followers of Christ continue to meet daily for prayer, numbering about 120.

v.16-26

Peter suggests they choose a disciple to replace Judas Iscariot, who died after betraying Jesus. Matthias 


is chosen by lot.

Chapter 2
Acts 2:38  Peter replied, “Repent and be baptized, every one of you, in the name of Jesus Christ 


for the forgiveness of your sins. And you will receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.  
v.1-13

On the day of Pentecost the Holy Spirit comes upon all the followers of Christ who are gathered 



together there and they begin to speak in other languages. They are overheard by many foreigners who 


can understand and so hear the Gospel in their own languages, and all are amazed.

v.14-21

Peter explains they are not drunk but it is fulfillment of the prophecy spoken by Joel many years earlier.

v.22-36

Peter goes on to preach about Jesus and that he is the prophesied Christ.

v.37-41

Many people are convicted of their sins and about 3,000 accept Christ and are baptized that same day.

v.42-47

The believers continue to come together daily for prayer and teaching, sharing everything and giving to 


those in need, and more are saved every day.

Chapter 3
Acts 3:6 Then Peter said, “Silver or gold I do not have, but what I do have I give you. In the name 


of Jesus Christ of Nazareth, walk.” 
v.1-10

Peter and John heal the man crippled from birth at the temple gate.

v.11-26

Peter goes on to preach about Jesus to all those who are watching.

Chapter 4
Acts 4:12  Salvation is found in no one else, for there is no other name under heaven given to 


mankind by which we must be saved.
v.1-4

The temple priests and Sadducees don't like them preaching that Jesus was resurrected, and have Peter 


and John thrown into prison. But many more are saved, making the total about 5,000 men.
v.5-7

Peter and John are questioned the next day by the high priest and teachers of the law.

v.8-12

Peter replies that they did it in the name of Jesus Christ who is the only one who can give salvation. 

v.13-22

The priests cannot deny the miracle and are afraid of the crowd, so they forbid Peter and John from 


speaking or teaching any more in the name of Jesus. But they reply that they cannot help but tell of what 


they have seen and heard.
v.23-31

Peter and John return and report to the other believers, and they all pray and give praise to God.

v.32-37

The believers all continue to pray together and share their possessions, and they grow in boldness and 


power as they continue to preach the Gospel. Like many others, Barnabas (also called Joseph) sells 


property and gives all the money to the Church. 
Chapter 5
Acts 5:29  Peter and the other apostles replied: “We must obey God rather than human beings! 
v.1-11

Ananias and Sapphira lie about the money from property they sold - saying they were giving all of it 


instead of just a part. God reveals the truth to Peter and then strikes the couple down dead.

v.12-16

Many miracles and healings are performed by the apostles and many more people accept Christ.

v.17-20

The high priest and Sadducees are jealous and so imprison the apostles. But an angel appears and sets 


them free in the middle of the night. 
v.21-25

Next morning the Sanhedrin sends for the apostles in jail, but discovers that although the doors are still all 

locked, the apostles are gone! They are finally found teaching again in the temple.

v.26-42

The guards bring the apostles before the Sanhedrin to question them, but Peter takes the opportunity to 


preach about Jesus again. The priests want to have the apostles killed, but Gamaliel, a teacher of the 


law, persuades them to let them go in case they are truly from God.
Chapter 6
Acts 6:10 But they could not stand up against the wisdom the Spirit gave him as he spoke. 
v.1-7

There is a dispute about how the food is shared with the poor, so the apostles choose 7 faithful men to 


organize and oversee that work - and among them are Stephen and Philip.

v.8-15

Even though Stephen is assigned this charity work, God does great miracles through him - but a group of 


Jews oppose him, and because they cannot prove him wrong, they stir up trouble and falsely accuse him.



He is taken before the Sanhedrin.

Chapter 7
Acts 7:60  Then he fell on his knees and cried out, “Lord, do not hold this sin against them.” When 

he had said this, he fell asleep. 
v.1-17

Stephen answers the questions of the Sanhedrin by reminding them of God's plan for His chosen people 


beginning with Abraham and going through Joseph.

v.18-34

He continues with the call of Moses to lead the Israelites out of Egypt.

v.35-50

He goes on to remind them how, in spite of everything, the Israelites turned away from God.

v.51-53

Finally Stephen accuses the priests and Sadducees of being equally stiff-necked and rebellious to God.

v.54-60

The priests are furious and lead Stephen outside the city to stone him. Stephen however looks up and 


sees Jesus in Heaven, before he is killed. A young man named Saul stands by and watches.
----
Chapter 8
Acts 8:35  Then Philip began with that very passage of Scripture and told him the good news 


about Jesus.
v.1-8

Great persecution begins against the Christians, and many of them go out to other towns. Philip goes to 


Samaria and his preaching leads many to Christ and there are many healing miracles.

v.9-13

Among those saved and baptized is a man named Simon, who had been a sorcerer (witchdoctor) and he 


begins to follow Philip to see the miracles.

v.14-17

Hearing of the revival in Samaria, Peter and John arrive and pray for the new believers to receive the 


Holy Spirit.

v.18-25

A magician named Simon offers money to have the same power to impart the Holy Spirit but Peter 


rebukes him and tells him to repent and ask God's forgiveness for having such evil desires.
v.26-35

An angel tells Philip to leave Samaria and walk down a desert road. Along the way he meets a high 


official to the Queen of Ethiopia, who had gone to Jerusalem to worship God (but was not allowed into the 

temple as he was a eunuch Deut 23:1). On his way home he is reading the Book of Isaiah but does not 


understand it. Philip offers to explain it to him and tells him about Jesus.

v.36-40

Obviously having understood about salvation, the eunuch sees a pool of water and immediately wants to 


be baptized. After Philip baptizes him, the Holy Spirit supernaturally takes Philip immediately to Azotus 


where he starts to preach again. 
Chapter 9
Acts 9:5  “Who are you, Lord?” Saul asked. “I am Jesus, whom you are persecuting,” he replied.
v.1-9

Saul is on his way to Damascus to seek out followers of The Way (Christians) when he is knocked to the 


ground by a great light and Jesus speaks to him. He is led to the town where he remains blind for 3 days.

v.10-19

The Lord tells a disciple, Ananias, to not be afraid but go and pray for Saul. He obeys and Saul is filled 


with the Holy Spirit and his sight returns. He immediately gets up and is baptized.
v.20-25

Saul starts preaching about Jesus in Damascus and all are amazed at his change. Then some Jews plan 


to kill him, but his followers help him escape by letting him down the city walls in a basket by night.

v.26-31

When Saul arrives in Jerusalem the disciples are afraid of him, not believing he has changed, but 



Barnabas explains and Saul is accepted. As he preaches, again some Jews plot to kill him, but the 


disciples help him go to his home town of Tarsus. The Church continues to grow in strength and numbers 

throughout Judea and Samaria.

v.32-43

Peter goes to Lydda where he heals Aeneas, a man paralyzed for 8 years, leading many to accept Christ.



Then he is called to Joppa where a disciple called Tabitha (or Dorcas) dies after getting sick. He prays for 

her and she is brought back from the dead - again leading many to accept Christ. 
Chapter 10
Acts 10:34-35  Then Peter began to speak: “I now realize how true it is that God does not show 


favoritism but accepts from every nation the one who fears him and does what is right.
v.1-8

Cornelius is a Roman centurion in Caesarea who believes in God but is a Gentile. An angel from God 


appears to him and tells him to send for Peter to come to his house.
v.9-23

The next day Peter is hungry and sees a vision of a sheet containing many different animals, which God 


says he can eat. Peter questions this, being faithful to follow the Jewish food laws, but the vision is 


repeated 3 times. As he is considering this, the men arrive from Cornelius and tell him about the angel, so 

Peter agrees to go with them.
v.24-43

Peter and some others arrive at Cornelius' house. Peter says that God has made it clear that he should 


preach the Gospel to them even though it is against the law for Jews to associate with Gentiles. 
v.44-48

While Peter is still preaching the Gospel, the Holy Spirit falls upon the Gentile believers who begin to 


speak in tongues - this amazes the Jewish believers but Peter proceeds to say the new converts should 


be baptized as Christians since it cannot be denied God has blessed them.
Chapter 11
Acts 11:17  So if God gave them the same gift he gave us who believed in the Lord Jesus Christ, 


who was I to think that I could stand in God’s way?”
v.1-18

When Peter returns to Jerusalem he is criticized for preaching the Gospel to the Gentiles, but after he 


explains exactly what happened, the rest of the Church accepts it and praises God for the Gentiles' 


conversion.  
v.19-21

Many believers who have been scattered because of persecution are preaching the Gospel in 



neighboring lands, some to just Jews but others also to Gentiles. The Lord is with them, and many people 

accept Christ.  

v.22-30

As a result, Barnabas is sent to Antioch. He also finds Saul again and brings him to Antioch to preach 


with him. It is there that the believers are first called Christians. One, a prophet, warns of a severe famine, 

which duly happens and some of the Christians send aid to the believers in Judea. 
Chapter 12
Acts 12:24  But the word of God continued to spread and flourish.

v.1-5

At Passover one year, Herod starts arresting some of the church leaders, and kills James, the 



brother
of John.
 Peter is put in prison, guarded by 4 soldiers at the time, and the church prays for him.

v.6-11

As Peter is sleeping, chained between 2 guards inside the prison, an angel comes to him and wakes 


him up. The chains fall off him miraculously and he is led past the guards and through the gates to the 


street outside, where the angel leaves him. Peter can hardly believe it is true.

v.12-19

Peter goes to the house of John Mark's mother, where everyone is praying for him. But when he knocks 


at the door, they don't believe it is him! Next morning Herod's guards search everywhere for Peter but 


cannot find him or understand what happened. Herod is so angry he kills the guards.
v.20-25

Soon after, Herod addresses a group of people and they call him a god. Because he does not give the 


praise to God an angel strikes him dead and he is eaten by worms.  
----
Chapter 13
Acts 13:47  For this is what the Lord has commanded us: “I have made you a light for the 



Gentiles, that you may bring salvation to the ends of the earth.”
v.1-3

The church leaders in Antioch (a very mixed group) are seeking God when He tells them to send out 


Barnabas and Saul (Paul) to do the missionary work He has called them to.
v.4-12

Paul, Barnabas and John Mark travel to Seleucia then sail to Cyprus. The proconsul there wants to learn 


about Jesus but a sorcerer tries to prevent it - as a result Paul confronts him and the man is struck blind 


for a time. As a result the proconsul believes in God and receives teaching.
v.13-41

They leave Cyprus and sail to Perga in Pamphylia, from where John returns to Jerusalem. They go on to 


Pisidian Antioch where Paul teaches in the synagogue how God prepared the Jewish people to receive 


Christ. He tells of the death and resurrection of Christ. 
v.42-52

The people invite them to stay and teach more. The following week the whole city comes to hear more 


which angers many Jews. Paul and Barnabas then turn to the Gentiles who welcome the message. But 


the Jews stir up persecution against Paul and Barnabas who are thrown out of the region, but they rejoice 

that the Gentiles have received Christ.

Chapter 14
Acts 14:27  On arriving there, they gathered the church together and reported all that God had 


done through them and how he had opened a door of faith to the Gentiles. 
v.1-7

They go on to Iconium where many Jews and Gentiles believe and God works miracles. But again some 


Jews cause trouble so that eventually the town is divided. There is a plot to stone Paul and Barnabas, so 


they flee to the cities of Lystra and Derbe where they continue to preach.

v.8-20

In Lystra Paul prays for a man lame from birth who is immediately healed. The people think Paul and 


Barnabas are gods come down from heaven and want to make sacrifices to them, but they beg the 


crowds not to, saying they are simply men. Jews again cause trouble, and Paul is stoned and left for 


dead. But disciples pray for him and he gets up and they go on to Derbe.

v.21-28

Paul and Barnabas make many disciples in Derbe and then they return along the same route, stopping in 


each city. They encourage the believers and appoint elders over each church. When they reach Antioch 


again they give a detailed report to the whole church and remain a long time with the disciples.

Chapter 15
Acts 15:11 We believe it is through the grace of our Lord Jesus that we are saved, just as they are.  
v.1-4

Christians from Jerusalem come to Antioch teaching that new Gentile converts must be circumcised. Paul 

and Barnabas disagree and so travel to Jerusalem, where they are welcomed by the church and apostles


and report on their missionary journey.

v.5-21

There is a big discussion about circumcision of Gentile converts, and finally James, as head of the 


church, states that they should not impose that upon the Gentiles but instead write to remind them to stay 

away from sexual immorality and food polluted by idols.

v.22-35

They write a letter explaining this and send it to the church at Antioch with Paul and Barnabas, and also 


appoint Silas and Judas Barsabbas to accompany them. The Christians in Antioch are very happy to read 

the letter.

v.36-41

Later, Paul suggests to Barnabas that they return to the churches they had started earlier, but Barnabas 


wants to take John Mark with them. Paul disagrees because Mark had not continued on with them before. 

There is a big disagreement but the result is that Barnabas takes Mark with him to revisit Cyprus, and 


Paul takes Silas with him on his 2nd journey - overland through Syria to revisit the churches in Cilicia.
Chapter 16
Acts 16:31 They replied, “Believe in the Lord Jesus, and you will be saved — you and your 


household.”  
v.1-5

Paul and Silas go to Derbe and then Lystra, where they meet Timothy, whose mother was a Jewess but 


his father was a Greek. Timothy agrees to travel with Paul and Silas. In spite of the recent decision made



by the church, which Paul agreed with, he decides to circumcise Timothy to avoid problems with the Jews 

in that area (Lystra was where Paul was stoned and left for dead on his first journey).
v.6-10

They continue to travel and preach all throughout the regions of Phrygia and Galatia (present day Turkey)


but the Holy Spirit does not allow them to enter Asia or Bythinia. They go to Troas where Paul has a 


vision calling them to preach in Macedonia. 

v.7-15

They sail to Samothrace, then pass through Neapolis to reach Philippi, the main city in Macedonia, a 


colony of Rome. On the Sabbath they go to pray at the river and meet Lydia, who is a godly 



businesswoman and quickly accepts Christ. Then she invites them to stay in her home.

v.16-24

As they continue to pray and preach there, they are followed day after day by a slave girl with an evil 


spirit. Paul casts it out of her - which angers her owners who can no longer make money from her. They 


are dragged before the magistrates, stripped, beaten and thrown into the deepest prison cell.

v.25-34

Paul and Silas are praying and singing when at midnight an earthquake hits. But although all the prison 


doors are opened and everyone's chains are broken, no-one is hurt. The jailer is about to kill himself in 


fear when Paul calls out to him and tells him how to be saved and accept Jesus. The jailer and his family



are all saved and baptized; he tends to Paul and Silas' wounds and feeds them in his home.

v.35-40

In the morning word comes for them to be released, but Paul and Silas state that as they are Roman 


citizens the magistrates should come and escort them out - which they do. They return to Lydia's house


before leaving the city.

Chapter 17
Acts 17:11  Now the Berean Jews were of more noble character than those in Thessalonica, for 


they received the message with great eagerness and examined the Scriptures every day to see if 


what Paul said was true.
v.1-9

They pass through Amphipolis and Apollonia and arrive in Thessalonica, where they stay in the house of 


Jason. They preach for several weeks in the synagogue and many people accept Christ. But some Jews 


stir up trouble again, dragging Jason before the authorities with accusations.
v.10-15

The brothers send Paul and Silas away to Berea where again many accept Christ. But the Jews from 


Thessalonica follow and again stir up trouble. Paul is taken to Athens, where Silas and Timothy join him 


later.
v.16-23

In Athens Paul is shocked to see so many idols and he preaches about Jesus in the synagogue and also 


in the streets and market places. Finally he is taken to the Areopagus, where many people debate and 


discuss new ideas.

v.24-34

Paul gives an excellent speech explaining how God does not need idols made by man. He says that in 


the past God overlooked this ignorance but now the time has come for everyone to repent and accept 


Christ, who was resurrected from the dead.

Chapter 18
Acts 18:9-10  One night the Lord spoke to Paul in a vision: “Do not be afraid; keep on speaking, 


do not be silent. For I am with you, and no one is going to attack and harm you, because I have 


many people in this city.”
v.1-10

Paul leaves Athens and goes to Corinth where he meets Aquila and Priscilla. When he is joined by Silas 


and Timothy, he spends all his time preaching about Jesus. Although many believe, again some Jews 


oppose him and are abusive. Paul is upset, but the Lord appears to him in a vision and encourages him.
v.11-17

Paul stays there for 18 months and then the Jews again attack him and take him before the proconsul.


He, however, refuses to deal with the case, and even pays no attention when they beat up the synagogue 

ruler who is one of Paul's followers.

v.18-23

Later, Paul fulfills a vow by shaving his head and then takes Aquila and Priscilla with him on a boat to 


Syria. He leaves them in Ephesus while he returns to Antioch via Caesarea. Then he travels again on his 


3rd missionary journey throughout Galatia and Phrygia strengthening the believers there.
v.24-28

Meanwhile an Egyptian Jew named Apollos arrives in Ephesus. He knows and preaches about Jesus but 


has only learned the teaching of John the Baptist. Aquila and Priscilla invite him into their home and teach 

him more of Jesus. Later, with the support of the church in Ephesus, he goes to Corinth and preaches 


well and encourages the church there. 

Chapter 19
Acts 19:6  When Paul placed his hands on them, the Holy Spirit came on them, and they spoke in 


tongues and prophesied.
v.1-7

Paul continues on through Phrygia to visit Ephesus again where he meets some disciples who only know 


of John's Baptism. He tells them of Jesus, baptizes them in the name of Jesus and then they receive the 


Baptism of the Holy Spirit.
v.8-12

Paul teaches in the synagogue for 3 months but then when some cause trouble again, he takes the 


believers and instead continues to teach each day in a lecture hall. This goes on for 2 years with many 


becoming disciples and also God doing many healing miracles through Paul.

v.13-22

Some Jews copy Paul to drive out evil spirits and one day 7 of them who are all sons of Sceva, a Jewish 


priest, are attacked and severely beaten by an evil spirit that recognizes Jesus and Paul but not them!



Paul makes travel plans and sends Timothy and Erastus on ahead to Greece.
v.23-41

Because so many are becoming Christians in Ephesus idol-makers and merchants there become worried 

they will lose trade, and there is soon uproar in the city. Paul's companions are seized, but eventually the 


city clerk calms the riot.
Chapter 20
Acts 20:24  However, I consider my life worth nothing to me; my only aim is to finish the race and 


complete the task the Lord Jesus has given me—the task of testifying to the good news of God’s 


grace. 
v.1-12

Paul and his companions travel on through Macedonia and Greece, then finally he sails from Philippi to 


Troas. While Paul is preaching late into the night there, Eutychus goes to sleep and falls out of the 3rd 


floor window to his death. Paul prays for him and he miraculously returns to life.

v.13-38

Paul goes on to Miletus where the elders from the church in Ephesus meet him. Warned of prison by the 


Holy Spirit, he knows he will never see them again so gives them a farewell message of encouragement. 
Chapter 21
Acts 21:13  Then Paul answered, “Why are you weeping and breaking my heart? I am ready not 


only to be bound, but also to die in Jerusalem for the name of the Lord Jesus.”
v.1-16

Paul and his group travel back towards Jerusalem, and at every stop along the way he is warned by the 


Holy Spirit through different prophets about his fate in Jerusalem, but he is not afraid. In Caesarea the 



prophet Agabus clearly tells him he will be bound and handed to the Gentiles. 

v.17-26

Paul reports about his work among the Gentiles to James and the church elders in Jerusalem. They in 


turn report of the conversion of many thousands of Jews there. To overcome any doubts about his 


obedience to the Law, Paul fulfills a vow of purification in the temple.

v.27-40

Yet even after fulfilling the vow, he is accused by some Jews of defiling the temple. The crowd drags Paul 

out and tries to kill him. The Roman commander rushes to save Paul and arrests him, but Paul first asks



permission to speak to the crowd, which is granted.

Chapter 22
Acts 22:15  You will be his witness to all people of what you have seen and heard. 
 
v.1-22

Paul addresses the crowd and simply tells his testimony of being saved by Christ. When he says that God 

has sent him to the Gentiles the crowd gets mad again.
v.23-30

Paul is about to be beaten by the Roman soldiers when he tells them he is a Roman citizen by birth. The 


commander releases him and brings him before the chief priests and Sanhedrin.

Chapter 23 
Acts 23:11  The following night the Lord stood near Paul and said, “Take courage! As you have 


testified about me in Jerusalem, so you must also testify in Rome.”
v.1-11

Knowing he is facing both Pharisees and Sadducees who disagree about resurrection, Paul declares he 


is on trial because of his hope of resurrection. This starts a big argument between the 2 sides leading to 


uproar and the Roman commander again has to rescue Paul.
v.12-22

Next day, over 40 Jews plot to kill Paul, but Paul's nephew finds out and warns Paul and then tells the 


commander.

v.23-35

The commander sends 470 soldiers that night to protect Paul and take him on horseback to Governor 


Felix in Caesarea. He also writes a letter saying no charges could be found warranting his death. Paul is 


kept under guard in Caesarea until there is a trial.

Chapter 24 
Acts 24:16  So I strive always to keep my conscience clear before God and man.
v.1-9

5 days later the high priest Ananias and others present their case to Felix.
v.10-21

Paul states his defense admitting that he is a follower of "The Way".

v.22-27

Felix already knows about "The Way" so postpones the case until  the commander Lysias comes. He 


orders Paul to be kept under guard but be given some freedom and have visits from his friends. Felix and 


his wife often visit Paul to learn more about Jesus. After 2 years, Felix is replaced by Festus.

Chapter 25
Acts 25:8  Then Paul made his defense: “I have done nothing wrong against the Jewish law or 


against the temple or against Caesar.”  
v.1-12

Festus first goes to Jerusalem where the chief priests again make charges against Paul, hoping to be 


able to ambush and kill him along the way. Instead, Festus goes with the chief priests to Caesarea and 


holds court there. The Jews cannot prove any of their charges, and Paul appeals to Caesar.
v.13-22

King Agrippa visits with Festus, hears about the case, and asks to hear Paul himself.

v.23-27

Festus presents Paul before King Agrippa and many high-ranking officials, saying many Jews from both


cities are calling for Paul's death.
Chapter 26
Acts 26:18  ..to open their eyes and turn them from darkness to light, and from the power of Satan 


to God, so that they may receive forgiveness of sins and a place among those who are sanctified 


by faith in me.’  

v.1-18

Paul again gives his testimony, telling what Jesus said to him on the road to Damascus.

v.19-27

Paul goes on to say he preached what was already prophesied in the Scriptures, including resurrection, 


and preaching to the Gentiles. He challenges King Agrippa about believing in the prophets (as a Jew).
v.28-32

King Agrippa leaves, privately admitting Paul has done no wrong and that he could have been freed if he 


had not appealed to Caesar.

Chapter 27
Acts 27:25   So keep up your courage, men, for I have faith in God that it will happen just as he 


told me.
v.1-12

Paul, along with other prisoners and Roman guards, set off to travel to Rome by ship. Stopping in Crete,



Paul warns of coming disaster and suggests they stay the winter in the harbor there at Fair Havens. But it 

is decided to try to reach a better harbor on the island.

v.13-26

They are hit by a terrible storm lasting many days, and have to throw the cargo and tackle overboard. But 


Paul is encouraged by an angel telling him no lives will be lost though they will go aground. He 



encourages everyone.

v.27-38

Some men panic and want to abandon ship but Paul insists they must all stay together to be saved. He 


urges them all to eat to gain strength as they have already battled the storm for 2 weeks. They do so.

v.39-44

The ship runs aground near an island. The soldiers plan to kill the prisoners but the centurion prevents it, 


saving Paul's life and they all make their way ashore.

Chapter 28
Acts 28:31  He proclaimed the kingdom of God and taught about the Lord Jesus Christ—with all 


boldness and without hindrance!
v.1-6

They are welcomed by the islanders on Malta and build a fire. As Paul is helping, he is bitten by a 


poisonous snake. The islanders are convinced he is a criminal and his fate is to die, but Paul shakes it off 

and survives - so then they think he is a god.

v.7-10

The chief official, Publius, welcomes Paul to his home. His father is sick, but is healed after Paul prays for 

him. Then many others are healed and when finally Paul and the others leave again by ship they are 


given supplies by the islanders. 
v.11-16

They set sail after 3 months on the island and finally arrive in Italy, where Paul is met by Christians who 


welcome him and travel with him into Rome. There he is allowed to live by himself with a soldier as guard.

v.17-22

Soon after his arrival, Paul calls the Jewish leaders to his home, where he explains that many Jews are 


against him although he has done nothing against the Jewish faith. They have not heard about him and 


are happy to hear his views.

v.23-31

Many Jews gather to hear Paul, some accept Christ but others disagree, then they leave. Paul continues 


for 2 years welcoming all who come to him and preaching about Jesus and the kingdom of God.
