Godly Beauty Pageant
Actors - Up to 15 "contestants", each dressed prettily with a sash with her Bible name. The sash can initially be worn with the name on the back so that after the first question has been answered, the audience has a chance to guess which Bible woman she represents. Once the name is revealed, she can move the sash around to show her name on the front.

One "interviewer" or pageant director who holds a "microphone" and questions the contestants, who enter one by one from the side, and then stand in a line at the back of the stage until the "winner" is announced. Before choosing a winner, the audience can be asked to vote on the Bible woman whose story they think most inspires them (NOT the most physically beautiful!).
Note - If this is done in another country where a different language is spoken, each contestant can merely learn the response to the first question, and then the interviewer can proceed to tell more details about her bible character in the native language.

Later, sometime after the pageant, this activity can be held outdoors as a way to reinforce the teaching about the various Bible women. Participants work in pairs (such as mother and daughter) and are given a piece of paper and pencil to write down the answers.

Around the area are 4 "stations" each with a large poster with several multiple choice questions written clearly on it. (Someone should be at each station to supervise if needed because of large number of participants)

With a large number of participants it is suggested that they merely visit each station in turn in whatever order desired, to avoid a huge crowd at any one station.
Once all the stations have been visited and the answers written down, the participants must go to the Finish point and hand in their paper. After all the answers have been checked and points awarded, go through all the questions explaining the correct answers to all the participants and then the winners can be announced. (Points can be given for each correct answer as well as to the first teams arriving at the finish)
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Interviewer continues:

  Solomon grew up to become king after David and was famous for his great wisdom. He wrote the book of Proverbs in which he often gives credit to you, his mother, and your wise teaching.


   








BATHSHEBA





Q: Hello, please tell us a little about yourself –





A: I lived in Jerusalem and my husband was a soldier who was killed in battle. Later, I married the king but our first baby died.











Interviewer continues:





  That's right, we don't know your real name but know you as the Queen of Sheba. The fame of King Solomon's wisdom and riches had spread all over the world, and we read that you were seeking answers, so left your kingdom to travel for months to meet King Solomon and find out the truth.


   You had many questions about life and about Solomon's relation to the name of the Lord, and spent a long time talking with him. 


   At the end, you were amazed and praised God for giving Solomon such wisdom and making him king.


   You gave him expensive gifts, gold, jewels and timber that was used to help build the temple. Then you returned home to your country, taking with you the wisdom and what you had learned about God from King Solomon.











Interviewer continues:





    That's right, you are Ruth. You so dearly loved your mother-in-law Naomi that you were willing to leave behind everything you knew to go with her back to her land of Judah. 


   Although you had also come to love the God of Israel, you knew that because of being a Gentile you could well be despised, and might never marry again.


   In order to provide food for Naomi and yourself, you willingly spent hours out in the fields picking up small grains of barley that had been left by the harvesters. Then when you returned home each day you had to grind them into flour to bake bread to eat. 


   But you never complained and always trusted and did what Naomi said. Because of your hard work and faithful commitment, you finally married Boaz, who was a wealthy man; and your son Obed became the grandfather of King David.





QUEEN OF SHEBA





Q: Welcome, please tell us where you come from –





A: I am from the land of Sheba, now known as Yemen, and I traveled a great distance to meet the man called the wisest man in all the world, because I had many questions about life.








Interviewer continues:





   Yes, you are Abigail who was married to Nabal. David's men had protected Nabal's shepherds and later David just asked for some food for his men in return. But Nabal refused and disrespected David, which made David angry.


   He got his men and prepared to go fight with Nabal, but you found out about it and quickly got together a lot of food and drink and took it all to meet David.


   You begged him to pay no attention to foolish Nabal, and to not act in anger and cause the deaths of many men. You knew that David was a man of God and encouraged him not to sin in anger.


   David accepted your apology and let Nabal alone - but soon afterwards Nabal was struck down by God and died. David was so blessed by your wisdom that he asked you to marry him and so you became the wife of King David.

Interviewer continues:

   When you learned about it from your cousin, you agreed to help by talking with the king and pleading for your life and the lives of all your people. But this was a great risk because if the king did not want to listen to you the punishment was death. 


   You asked for your cousin and all the Jews to fast and pray for 3 days, and trusted that God would protect you and help the Jews. 


   God did so, and the king had Haman killed, made Mordecai his chief advisor, and gave a new order that saved the Jewish people - all because you were brave and trusted in God.  








ESTHER





Q: Hello, please tell us a little about yourself –





A: I am a Jewish orphan who was raised by my cousin Mordecai in Susa, near Babylon. Then as a young woman I was chosen to receive special beauty treatments before being presented to the King.

Q: Welcome, can you please tell us about yourself –





A: I grew up in Moab and married my husband Mahlon, who was an Israelite. After he and his father and brother all died, I decided to go with my mother-in-law to live in Bethlehem and take care of her. 





Interviewer continues:





   Yes, you are Rebekah of course. One evening you met Abraham's servant at the well. He was a stranger and so you kindly offered to draw water from the well for him to drink.


   But then you also generously drew water for his thirsty camels - and there were TEN of them! That was hundreds of gallons of water and must have taken hours of hard work!


   No doubt this proved to Abraham's servant that you had the good heart and character, and strong healthy body, that would make a perfect wife for Isaac - in addition to your beauty.


   You accepted the proposal, bravely left your home and family, and returned with the servant to Canaan, where you became Isaac's wife and gave birth to twin boys - Jacob and Esau. 








REBEKAH





Q: Hello, please tell us a little about yourself –





A: My father was Bethuel and Laban is my brother. I grew up and lived in Nahor in Mesopotamia until one day I was asked to travel back with a rich servant to the land of Canaan and marry my husband, Isaac.








Interviewer continues:
