Outline of the Gospel of Luke

written by Shirley Davis

The Gospel of Luke is actually the first of a two-part series telling the story of the beginning of Christianity - the 2nd part being the Book of Acts, which was also written by Luke. As at the beginning of Acts, Luke explains his purpose for writing in the first four verses - to give an orderly account, as reported by eye witnesses and servants of the Word, of the remarkable events showing God working out his purpose through the life of Jesus and his followers. As in the other Gospels, the writer is not writing with stories in chronological order to be a historical record. His purpose is to share the truth of the humanity of Jesus (touched by the needs of the poor and the sick) along with showing Jesus as the Savior of all mankind, whose coming affected the world forever. 

It is believed that Luke was a doctor, and a friend and missionary companion of Paul. He was likely to have been a Gentile and wrote particularly with the Gentiles in mind, often explaining points of Jewish law and customs. This Gospel was probably written in the early 60s A.D. and gives a much more detailed biography of Jesus' life, detailing many of his most important statements and teachings, along with many miracles and remarkable incidents. Several key points include:


a) a special focus on prayer - with many examples of Jesus' prayers (which show his human feelings), and three parables on prayer not found in the other gospels. 

b) a long, detailed account of the birth of both Jesus and John the Baptist, in the first two chapters.

c) the lineage of Christ as considered through his earthly father, Joseph, going back through David and Judah to Adam - found in chapter 4.

Chapter 1
Luke 1:35 "The angel answered, “The Holy Spirit will come on you, and the power of the Most 


High will overshadow you. So the holy one to be born will be called the Son of God."
v.1-4
  
Many people wrote about the events of the life of Christ, so Luke has decided to investigate everything 


from the beginning and use testimonies from the many witnesses to write a correct and orderly account.

v.5-7

Details about the priest Zechariah and his wife Elizabeth, both godly people descended from Aaron, but 


who could not have children.

v.8-12

Zechariah is on duty inside the temple, alone, when he is visited by an angel.

v.13-17

The angel tells him Elizabeth will have a son called John, who will be full of the Holy Spirit from birth and  


cause many people to return to God; and he will prepare the people of Israel for the coming of the Lord.
v.18-20

Zechariah has difficulty believing this as he and his wife are so old - and as a result, Gabriel says that 


Zechariah will be unable to speak until the child is born.

v.21-25

When Zechariah comes out of the temple everyone is surprised that he cannot speak. After he returns 


home, Elizabeth becomes pregnant and praises God.

v.26-28

Six months later the angel Gabriel visits Mary in Nazareth, a virgin engaged to Joseph. 

v.29-33

Mary is troubled by the angel's words that she will become pregnant and have a son called Jesus - the 


Son of the Most High who will reign forever. 

v.34

She asks how this can be since she is a virgin. She obviously believes that God will father her child and 


not Joseph, so this question is not one of doubt but rather of faith!

v.35-38

Gabriel says the Holy Spirit will come upon her and God's power will overshadow her. She is told of 


Elizabeth's pregnancy, proving nothing is impossible with God. Mary submits to God's will.
v.39-45

Mary visits Elizabeth and immediately Elizabeth feels her baby leap within her womb, causing her to cry 


out a song of thanksgiving and blessing.

v.46-56

Mary sings a song to glorify God (The Magnificat), saying how God remembers and lifts up the humble, 


does mighty deeds and is merciful to those who fear Him. She stays 3 months before returning home.
v.57-66

Elizabeth gives birth to a son, and insists he be named John when he is circumcised on the 8th day. 


When Zechariah is asked, he agrees in writing. Immediately his speech returns and everyone is amazed. 
v.67-79

Zechariah is filled with the Holy Spirit and speaks forth a prophecy over the baby: that he will become a 


great prophet, going before the Lord to prepare the way for him, and to bring knowledge of salvation 


through the forgiveness of sins.

v.80

John grows strong and lives in the desert until he begins his public ministry.

Chapter 2
Luke 2:20 "The shepherds returned, glorifying and praising God for all the things they had heard 


and seen, which were just as they had been told."
v.1-3
  
Details of the census being taken during Quirinius' term as governor of Syria, as ordered by the Roman 


emperor Caesar Augustus - giving historical proof of the timing of Christ's birth.

v.4-7

Joseph had to be registered in Bethlehem, as he was descended from King David. While they were there, 

Mary gave birth to Baby Jesus and placed him in a manger as there was no room for them in the inn.

v.8-12

An angel appears to tell some shepherds that the Christ (Messiah) has been born in Bethlehem. The 


special sign to recognize the baby is that he will be lying in a feeding trough for animals. [Being wrapped 


in cloths was usual for babies there, but being placed in a feeding trough would be VERY unusual!! Now 


we understand why there was no room in the inn!] 
v.13-20

A great host of angels appears and praise God - obviously erasing any final doubt for the shepherds. 


They go and find Jesus and then tell everyone what happened.

v.21-24

Jesus is circumcised on the 8th day and given the name Jesus; then at 6 weeks, he is taken to be 


consecrated to God in the temple, requiring a minimal sacrifice of 2 doves (Leviticus 12:6-8)
v.25-35

Simeon has been waiting to see the Messiah and immediately recognizes Jesus and praises God. He 


prophecies that many will be against Jesus and warns Mary of great sorrow.
v.36-38

The elderly prophetess, Anna, who stays in the temple, also recognizes Jesus and tells everyone of him.

v.39-40

Joseph and Mary take Jesus back to Nazareth where he grows up strong and filled with wisdom.
v.41-45

When Jesus is 12 years old, he goes with his family to celebrate Passover as usual in Jerusalem, but on 


the way back they discover he is missing.
v.46-52

After 3 days he is found with the teachers in the temple courts, discussing the Law and amazing everyone 

with his answers. He doesn't realize his parents wouldn't know where he would be. But he returns to 


Nazareth with them and continues to obey them as he grows up. 
Chapter 3
Luke 3:16 "John answered them all, “I baptize you with water. But one who is more powerful 


than I will come, the straps of whose sandals I am not worthy to untie. He will baptize you with 


the Holy Spirit and fire."
v.1-2
  
Again, Luke gives detailed information to prove the historical timing of this next stage in the story.

v.3-6

The Holy Spirit leads John to start preaching a baptism of repentance for the forgiveness of sins in the 


area around the River Jordan. This fulfills the prophecy in Isaiah 40:3-5.

v.7-9

John's preaching is blunt and to the point, warning the Jews not to presume they're safe from punishment
v.10-14

He clearly tells them how they should act to live right in God's eyes.

v.15-18

John tells them he is just preparing the way for one greater than he who will baptize with the Holy Spirit.

v.19-20

Luke notes that John even rebukes Herod for all the evil things he has done (including marrying his own


brother's wife) and as a result Herod locks up John in prison.

v.21-22

Luke records that Jesus is also baptized by John and the Holy Spirit descends on Jesus in the form of a 


dove as God speaks from Heaven his approval of Jesus, His Son.
v.23--38
Luke notes that Jesus was about 30 years old when he began his ministry, and gives a detailed list of 


Jesus' lineage all the way back to Adam - showing Jesus as not only Son of David (Messiah) but as Son 


of Adam (man).
Chapter 4
Luke 4:36 "The people were amazed. They said to each other, “What does this mean? With 


authority and power he commands evil spirits and they come out.”"
v.1-13
  
Jesus is led into the desert by the Holy Spirit, where he fasts and prays for 40 days. He is visited by 


Satan and tempted in three ways: to perform a miracle to meet his physical need; to receive earthly 


power in exchange for worshipping Satan; and to force God into saving him to fulfill a scriptural promise. 


Each time Jesus answers with the Word of God.

v.14-21

Jesus returns to Galilee where he teaches in different synagogues and becomes famous. Then he returns 

to Nazareth where he reads from Isaiah 61:1-2 and declares that the prophecy is fulfilled in him. 
v.22-30

At first the people are amazed as they recognize him as Joseph's son. But Jesus goes on to say he will 


not be accepted by them and so cannot do miracles there. They become angry, chase him out of the 


synagogue and try to throw him off the cliff - but somehow he walks through the crowd and goes away. 

v.31-37

He teaches again in Capernaum and a demon-possessed man in the synagogue cries out to him.


Note - what the demon actually says is true! Jesus casts out the demon and all are amazed. 
v.38-44

Jesus heals Simon's mother-in-law; word goes out and many sick are brought to him for healing. He casts 

out more demons. People want him to stay but he says he must preach the Good News in other places.

Chapter 5
Luke 5:32 " I have not come to call the righteous, but sinners to repentance."
v.1-7
  
Jesus chooses Simon Peter's boat to preach from, then tells him where to fish. Simon agrees to try again 


since Jesus told him to, and catches so many fish both boats begin to sink.

v.8-11

Confronted by the authority displayed by Jesus, Simon Peter immediately feels convicted of his sins. 


Jesus tells him that from now on he will catch men. Peter, and his partners James and John, leave 


everything and follow Jesus.

v.12-16

Jesus continues to preach in the area and heals a man of leprosy. He tells the man not to tell others, but 


his fame spreads and more crowds come to hear him and be healed.
v.17-20

Crowds come from many regions to hear Jesus and so a paralytic is let down through the roof to get 


Jesus' attention. Jesus tells him his sins are forgiven.

v.21-26

Some Pharisees think this is blasphemy, but Jesus knows their hearts and says that to show he has 


authority to forgive sins he will heal the man. The paralytic is healed, stands up and walks off rejoicing. 

v.27-32

Jesus calls Levi, a tax collector, to follow him. Levi holds a banquet for Jesus but this offends some 


Pharisees. Jesus replies that he has come to call sinners to repentance, not the righteous.
v.33-39

Some complain that Jesus' disciples do not fast and pray. Jesus replies that they will once he has gone.



He tells the parable of the old and new garments and wineskins that are not compatible. 

Chapter 6
Luke 6:31 "Do to others as you would have them do to you."
v.1-5
  
Luke shares two stories where Jesus explains about the Sabbath. The first is when the disciples are 


accused of breaking the law because they "work" when they clean grain to eat. Jesus refers to when 


David ate consecrated bread from the tabernacle, to dispute their religious teaching.

v.6-11

The 2nd story tells how Jesus heals a man with a shriveled hand in a synagogue on the Sabbath, 


knowing the Pharisees want to accuse him for it. He explains that doing good supersedes the Law.

v.12-16

Jesus prays and then chooses the twelve disciples/apostles to receive special teaching and training.

v.17-19

A huge crowd from distant cities and regions comes to Jesus, who heals and delivers all of them.

v.20-23

Jesus speaks of blessings (same passage as found in Matthew 5 in the Sermon on the Mount)

v.24-26

But Jesus goes on to also speak of "woes" - warnings to those who think all is well.
v.27-36

Teaching on love - especially for our enemies, with very practical examples.

v.37-42

Teaching on not judging others.

v.43-45

A tree is recognized by its fruit - our words show what is in our heart.

v.46-49

The Parable of the Wise and Foolish Builders.

Chapter 7
Luke 7:50 "Jesus said to the woman, “Because you believed, you are saved from your sins. Go in 


peace.”"
v.1-10
  
Jesus heals the Roman centurion's servant. (Same story as in Matthew 8:5-13) Note in Luke's version 


Jesus never actually meets either the centurion or his servant!! The centurion is likely a Gentile, and 


respecting the Jewish laws and Jesus as a holy man, possibly sent others to plead for the healing. Jesus 


recognizes and praises the centurion's faith. 
v.11-17

In Nain and in front of a large crowd, Jesus raises the widow's son from the dead. Unlike the previous 


healing miracle, there is no evidence of anyone here with faith - but Jesus is touched with compassion for 

the widow. News of the miracle spreads far across the land.

v.18-23

News of Jesus' miracles reaches John the Baptist in prison. He wants to be certain before he dies, that 


Jesus is the Messiah so sends two disciples to ask Jesus. Jesus replies by pointing out all the miracles.

v.24-28

Jesus tells the crowd that humanly no-one is greater than John the Baptist, but even the least born into 


the Kingdom of God is greater than John (referring to what salvation will soon bring for believers.)

v.29-30

All those (even sinners) who had been baptized by John accept God's way, but the religious leaders 


reject it as they had not been baptized.

v.31-35

Jesus protests that they accuse John the Baptist for living an austere, religious life, yet accuse him for 


living a more normal secular life.

v.36-38

A sinful woman anoints Jesus' feet with her tears while he is dining at a Pharisee's house.
v.39-50

The Pharisee says Jesus cannot be a prophet or he would have known she's a sinner. Jesus responds by 

explaining how the woman is showing great love because she is so aware of her sins and need for 


forgiveness. Then he tells the woman her sins are forgiven. 

Chapter 8
Luke 8:15 "And the seeds that fell on the good soil represent honest, good-hearted people who 


hear God’s word, cling to it, and patiently produce a huge harvest."
v.1-3
  
Luke gives details of several people who also traveled around with Jesus and the 12 disciples - including 


some women who apparently were quite wealthy.

v.4--8

The Parable of the Sower.

v.9-15

The disciples ask for the meaning of the parable, and so Jesus explains it.

v.16-18

Jesus gives some illustrations and tells them the importance of listening carefully to learn.

v.19-21

This short passage could be misunderstood to mean that Jesus did not care for his family, but rather he 


wants to make a distinction that our spiritual family is stronger than even our natural family ties.

v.22-25

Jesus is awakened by the disciples in the boat as they are afraid of the storm (even though many are 


fisherman). He calms the storm and encourages them to have faith even in the midst of such danger. 

v.26-31

Jesus is met by a demon-possessed man who has lived among the tombs for years. When Jesus asks 


him his name the demons reply "Legion" (many). Again, the evil spirits recognize Jesus and beg not to be 

sent into the Abyss - bottomless pit mentioned in Rev. 20:3 where Satan will be locked up for 1,000 years 
v.32-33

Jesus sends the demons into a herd of pigs that run into the lake and drown. Note: Jews don't eat pork so 

these people living on the other side of the lake were probably Gentiles.
v.34-39

The man is completely delivered and cured, and wants to follow Jesus. The people are terrified of Jesus 


and beg him to leave!! He tells the man to go home and tell everyone what God has done for him.

v.40-42

A leader of the synagogue named Jairus begs Jesus to come and heal his 12 year old daughter who is 


dying. Jesus agrees and a huge crowd follows him.
v.43-48

On the way, a woman (ill for 12 years with a bleeding problem - making her unclean to be in public) 


quietly touches Jesus and is instantly healed. Jesus recognizes healing power has left him and asks who 


touched him. She admits it was her, and he blesses her for her faith.
v.49-56

A messenger comes to tell Jairus his daughter is dead. Jesus encourages Jairus to believe, goes on to 


his house, and with only the parents and 3 disciples in the room, Jesus raises the child from the dead. 


Jesus tells them not to tell anyone what has happened!
Chapter 9
Luke 9:26 "If anyone is ashamed of me and my message, the Son of Man will be ashamed of that 


person when he returns in his glory and in the glory of the Father and the holy angels."
v.1-6
  
Jesus sends out the 12 disciples to preach the Kingdom of God and heal the sick. They are told to take 


nothing for the journey and to just trust God. Many people get healed.
v.7-9

Herod learns of all that Jesus has been doing and is afraid John the Baptist has returned from the dead.

v.10-11

The disciples return and report back to Jesus and they all plan to go to a quiet place for a while, but 


instead crowds follow them, and so Jesus teaches and heals them.

v.12-17

The miracle of the loaves and fishes - 5,000 men are fed with 5 loaves and 2 fish. They are told to sit 


down in groups of 50 - why? (Maybe as then it was easier to count them all and give a detailed record of 


the miracle.)

v.18-22

Peter declares that Jesus is the Christ (Messiah). Jesus clearly warns them not to tell others and also tells 

them of his coming death and resurrection.

v.23-27

Jesus warns that his followers must be prepared to die for the cause of Christ and that they should never 


be ashamed of Him.
v.28-36

Peter, James and John are praying with Jesus on a mountain when Moses and Elijah appear and speak 


with Jesus about his departure. A cloud descends and they hear the voice of God speaking.
v.37-45

They return from the mountain and find a young boy tormented by a spirit that the disciples cannot drive 


out. Jesus rebukes the spirit and immediately the boy is healed. Jesus laments their lack of faith. Again 


Jesus warns the disciples he will be betrayed, but they don't understand.

v.46-50

The disciples argue about which will be the greatest. Jesus uses a little child to remind them that he who 


is least among them (most humble) will be the greatest. He also tells them not to stop others who are 


doing miracles in Jesus' name, yet not part of their group.
v.51-56

Jesus heads for Jerusalem but is not welcomed in a Samaritan village. Jesus rebukes the disciples who 


want to curse and destroy the village.

v.57-62

Two people want to follow Jesus but first want to return to their families. Jesus warns that once we start 


following Jesus we must not look back.

Chapter 10
Luke 10:2 "He told them, “The harvest is plentiful, but the workers are few. Ask the Lord of the 


harvest, therefore, to send out workers into his harvest field."
v.1-12
  
Jesus sends out 72 disciples, in pairs, ahead of him to places he plans to visit. His instructions are the 


same but more detailed than when he sent out the 12 in chapter 9.

v.13-16

Jesus gives warnings to towns where he did miracles but was apparently rejected. He tells the disciples 


that those who reject them, also reject Jesus.

v.17-20

The 72 return and are amazed that demons do submit to them in Jesus' name. But Jesus warns them it is 

better to rejoice that their names are written in heaven.

v.21-24

Jesus is also filled with joy and praises God at the power of the gospel preached by the believing 



disciples.

v.25-28

The "Golden Rule": Jesus confirms that to love God, and love your neighbor as yourself (as written in 


Deuteronomy 6:5 and Leviticus 19:18) is the way to inherit eternal life.

v.29-37

Jesus tells the Parable of the Good Samaritan to answer the question "Who is my neighbor?" Since this is 

SUCH an important parable and teaching, it is worthy of special detailed study! Although we are saved by 

faith, if we want to please God we must truly understand all that Jesus wants to teach us from this.
v.38-42

Jesus visits the home of Martha and Mary (and Lazarus), and helps Martha understand what is really 


important. Martha's desire to be a good hostess is not questioned - the key phrase is in v.40: "Martha was 

distracted by all the preparations..."  The Amplified Bible says she was "overly occupied and too busy".
Chapter 11
Luke 11:13 "So if you sinful people know how to give good gifts to your children, how much more 


will your heavenly Father give the Holy Spirit to those who ask him."
v.1-4
  
Jesus teaches the disciples to pray. The Lord's Prayer.

v.5-8

Jesus gives the example of a friend needing to borrow bread at midnight to feed a traveler. Jesus says 


that in spite of the inconvenience the bread would be given him because of his boldness and persistence.

v.9-13

He then goes on to say that if we ask, seek and knock with such persistence we will also receive - and in 


v.13 it is revealed that he is talking about our desire to receive the Holy Spirit.

v.14-16

Jesus drives out a dumb spirit, enabling a man to speak again. Some say he is of the devil for doing so.

v.17-20

Jesus answers that logically for Satan to drive out his own demons is ridiculous! Because Jesus does so 


with the power of God shows that the Kingdom of God has come.

v.21-23

If we are not with Jesus, we are against him.

v.24-28

Jesus explains that when an evil spirit is cast out, it can try to come back again, but this time with even 


more if the "house is left empty". [Note: After a demon is cast out of someone, it is vital the person be 


saved and "filled up" with the power of God to be strong enough to resist future attacks. Study of the Bible 

and spiritual teaching of how to resist temptations from Satan should be part of that.]
v.29-32

Jesus recognizes that many in the crowds following him are only looking for signs and miracles - not 


wanting to change and serve God. He says the only sign he will give them is the sign of Jonah (who was 


in the whale for 3 days and 3 nights) pointing to his coming death and resurrection. 

v.33-36

Jesus speaks of the importance of the light within us.
v.37-44

Jesus is invited to eat with a Pharisee, but soon accuses the Pharisees of being proud religious 



hypocrites.

v.45-54

When one of the teachers of the law is insulted by it, Jesus goes on even further and says that because 


they think they are such experts in the Law, God will hold them accountable for the persecution and death 

of all the prophets who have gone before. This causes them to oppose him even more!
Chapter 12
Luke 12:40 "So you also must be ready, because the Son of Man will come at a time when you 


don’t expect him!"
v.1-3
  
Jesus warns his disciples of hypocrisy (such as seen in the Pharisees). The truth WILL be revealed.

v.4-7

Reminder of importance of eternal life compared to just earthly life. God cares about us.

v.8-12

We must not be ashamed of Jesus - the Holy Spirit will help us if we have to speak out to defend our faith

v.13-21

We must not put our trust in earthly possessions - the Parable of the Rich Fool.

v.22-34

Jesus tells us not to worry. God knows our needs and cares more about us than birds and flowers.



v.31 Seek first the kingdom of God and these things will be given as well.
v.35-40

Jesus tells us to be always ready and watchful as we don't know when he is coming back.

v.41-48

All will be held accountable but those who know and don't obey will be punished worse than those who do 

wrong but don't know it.

v.49-53

Jesus says that his coming brings division, not peace - even in families. It is inevitable, if some choose to 


follow Jesus and some do not.

v.54-59

Jesus warns that we should interpret the times and also to try to reconcile our differences rather than go 


before a judge. 
Chapter 13
Luke 13:24 "Work hard to enter the narrow door to God’s Kingdom, for many will try to enter but 


will fail."
v.1-5
  
Jesus explains that innocent people killed by wickedness or disaster do not die because of being more 


sinful than others, yet we should all realize that unless we repent we will perish. 

v.6-8

Parable of a fig tree given a second chance.

v.9-17

Jesus heals a crippled woman on the Sabbath and rebukes the ruler of the synagogue for
 correcting him.
v.18-21

The Kingdom of God compared to a mustard seed and to yeast.

v.22-30

Jesus says that people will come from all over to enter the Kingdom of Heaven but many will not be 


admitted because God says he does not know them.
v.31-35

Some Pharisees warn Jesus that Herod wants to kill him, and Jesus grieves over Jerusalem for killing 


prophets. 
Chapter 14
Luke 14:33 "In the same way, those of you who do not give up everything you have cannot be my 


disciples."
v.1-6
  
Jesus again heals on the Sabbath and confronts the Pharisees watching but they refuse to talk.

v.7-14

Jesus gives advice on being humble, and says it is better to invite to dinner those who cannot pay you 


back rather than just your friends.

v.15-24

Jesus tells the Parable of the Great Banquet where guests give excuses not to attend and so the poor 


and sick are invited instead.

v.25-35

Jesus warns us to count the cost of being his disciple so that we will not turn back once started.

Chapter 15
Luke 15:21 " ‘Father,’ the son said, ‘I have sinned against God and against you. I am no longer fit 


to be called your son.’ "
v.1-7
  
The Parable of the Lost Sheep - rejoicing when just one of 100 is found after being lost.

v.8-10

The Parable of the Lost Coin - rejoicing in heaven when a sinner is saved.

v.11-21

The Parable of the Lost Son (Prodigal Son). The son repents and accepts responsibility for sinning 


against both his father and heaven, and is willing to work as any other laborer.

v.22-32

The father rejoices and wants to bless his son, which causes his other son to be jealous. We should 


rejoice when sinners repent and turn back to God.

Chapter 16
Luke 16:10 "Whoever can be trusted with small things can also be trusted with big things. 



Whoever is dishonest in little things will be dishonest in big things too."
v.1-9
  
The Parable of the Shrewd Manager. The man is commended for his clever thinking, not for his honesty! 


He knew how to make money work to assure him of a future job. These are the ways of the world that we 


must be aware of.

v.10-15

If you are honest (or dishonest) with little, you will be honest (or dishonest with much). We must choose 


between focusing on God or on money. What men consider valuable is not what God does.

v.16-18

The importance of the Law, and teaching on divorce.

v.19-31

The story of the beggar, Lazarus, and the rich man. Lazarus dies and goes to heaven (to be with 



Abraham) and the rich man goes to hell. The rich man begs Abraham to send Lazarus to warn his 5 


brothers, but Abraham says that if they will not listen to the Law and Prophets they will not listen to 


someone raised from the dead.
Chapter 17
Luke 17:21 " No one will say, ‘Look, here it is!’ or, ‘There it is!’; because the Kingdom of God is 


within you.”"
v.1-4  

Jesus warns about causing others (even children) to sin, and tells us to forgive repeatedly.

v.5-10

The importance of having faith and doing our duty.

v.11-19

Jesus heals ten lepers but only one (a Samaritan) returns to thank him - he is then made whole.

v.20-25

The Kingdom of God is within us. When the Son of Man comes it will not be in just one place but be like 


lightning lighting up the whole sky. Jesus warns of his coming suffering and rejection.

v.26-37

It will happen as in the days of Noah and Lot, when everyone is going about their daily business.

Chapter 18
Luke 18:17 "The truth is, you must accept God’s kingdom like a little child accepts things, or you 


will never enter it."
v.1-8
  
The Parable of the Persistent Widow. She kept nagging the judge for justice; even though he didn't care 


about God or justice, he gave in to her because of her persistence.

v.9-14

The Parable of the Pharisee and the Tax Collector. The self-righteous will be humbled and the humble 


will be exalted.

v.15-17

Jesus welcomes the little children and uses them as the example to receive the Kingdom of God.

v.18-30

A rich ruler comes to follow Jesus but doesn't want to sell all he has to give to the poor as Jesus tells him 

v.31-34

Jesus warns his disciples that he will be insulted and flogged and killed, then rise again on the 3rd day. 


They don't understand. 

v.35-43

Jesus heals a blind man outside Jericho who calls out to him for healing. Everyone praises God.
Chapter 19
Luke 19:10 "For the Son of Man came to seek and save those who are lost."
v.1-10
  
Jesus meets Zaccheus the tax collector and eats in his house. Zaccheus pays back 4x what he stole.

v.11-27

The Parable of the Ten Minas. A nobleman gives a mina to each of 10 servants to use in business, goes 


away and on his return asks for the reports. One man earned 10 minas, one earned 5, but one man just 


hid it in fear. The first two men are rewarded but the third is rebuked.

v.28-36

Jesus goes up to Jerusalem and sends two disciples to find a certain colt. He uses it to ride into the city.

v.37-40

The Triumphal Entry. A crowd praises God and blesses Jesus.

v.41-44

Jesus prophesies over Jerusalem that it will be overcome and destroyed for not recognizing the time of 


God's coming.

v.45-48

Jesus drives out those selling in the temple and teaches there every day. The chief priests want to kill him 

but cannot because of the people.
Chapter 20
Luke 20:38 " He is not the God of the dead, but of the living, for to him all are alive."
v.1-8
  
The chief priests and teachers of the Law question Jesus' authority.

v.9-19

The Parable of the Tenants. The priests recognize that the parable speaks of them and how prophets 


from God have often been killed in the past. They want to arrest Jesus but cannot because the people are 

following Jesus. 

v.20-26

Spies try to trap Jesus to speak against the Romans but instead he tells them to pay their taxes.

v.27-40

Some Sadducees try to trap Jesus with a question about resurrection (in which they did not believe) but 


again Jesus answers by saying that after the resurrection there will be no marriage as life will be different.

v.41-47

Jesus warns of the teachers who walk around showing off to seem important, as they will be punished.
Chapter 21
Luke 21:28 "When these things begin to take place, stand up and lift up your heads, because your 


redemption is drawing near. "
v.1-4
  
Jesus points out the sacrifice of the poor widow giving the only two coins she had into the offering.

v.5-6

The disciples discuss the beauty of the temple but Jesus uses it to talk about his 2nd Coming.
v.7-11

Jesus warns of false prophets, wars, earthquakes, famines and many frightening things.

v.12-19

Jesus warns that they will be hated and persecuted on account of his name, even by family and friends. 


But he encourages them to stand firm and gain life.
v.20-24

He warns that Jerusalem will be surrounded and destroyed, and the Jews will suffer punishment and be 


taken away by the Gentiles for a season.

v.25-28

He says the earth and heavens will be shaken and men panic in fear, before all will see the coming of the 


Son of Man in a cloud of glory.

v.29-38

Jesus warns them to watch the signs of the times and be ready as it will come at an unexpected time.

Chapter 22
Luke 22:42 "Father, if you are willing, please don’t make me drink from this cup. But do what you 


want, not what I want."
v.1-6
  
Passover is approaching and Judas Iscariot goes to the chief priests to discuss betraying Jesus.

v.7-13

Jesus instructs Peter and John to prepare for the Passover meal in a large upper room.

v.14-23

Jesus celebrates the Last Supper with his disciples, using the bread and wine as remembrance of him. 


He announces one of them will betray him as must happen, but woe to him who does so.

v.24-30

The disciples discuss which of them is greater but Jesus says they should instead seek to serve.
v.31-34

Jesus says Peter will deny him 3 times before the cock crows.

v.35-38

Jesus tells them they must now be prepared even to take swords with them.

v.39-46

Jesus prays in anguish on the Mount of Olives, but his disciples fall asleep.

v.47-53

Judas comes with the chief priests and soldiers and betrays Jesus with a kiss. One disciple strikes out 


with a sword and cuts the ear off a guard, so Jesus heals it.

v.54-62

Jesus is taken away and Peter follows. Three times people recognize Peter but he denies it each time, 


then a cock crows and Peter is ashamed and cries bitterly.
v.63-71

Jesus is mocked and beaten, then taken before the chief priests where he admits he is the Son of God.
Chapter 23
Luke 23:34a "Jesus said, “Father, forgive them, for they don’t know what they are doing.”"
v.1-7
  
Jesus is taken before Pilate, the Roman governor, and accused of stirring up the people against Rome. 


But Pilate finds no fault in him. Learning that Jesus is from Galilee Pilate sends Jesus to Herod.
v.8-12

Herod asks Jesus lots of questions and mocks him, but Jesus does not answer. He is sent back to Pilate.
v.13-25

Three times Pilate says he finds no fault in Jesus and wants to release him but the crowd shouts for 


Jesus to be crucified and for Barabbas (a murderer) to be released instead. Pilate finally agrees.

v.26-31

Simon of Cyrene is made to carry the cross for Jesus, and Jesus tells the women not to weep for him but 


to weep for themselves because of what will come.
v.32-43

Jesus is mocked on the cross. Two criminals are also crucified with Jesus. One insults Jesus but the 


other rebukes him saying Jesus has done no wrong - Jesus says that thief will be with him in paradise.

v.44-49

There is darkness for three hours and the temple curtain is torn in two. Jesus commends his spirit to God 


and the centurion recognizes Jesus as a righteous man.

v.50-56 
Joseph of Arimathea asks Pilate for Jesus' body and places it in a new tomb. The Sabbath is about to 


begin so the women go home to prepare spices for the burial afterwards.
Chapter 24
Luke 24:44 "He said to them, “This is what I told you while I was still with you: Everything must be 

fulfilled that is written about me in the Law of Moses, the Prophets and the Psalms.”"
v.1-8
  
On the 3rd day early in the morning the women return to the tomb with the spices. They find the tomb 


empty and two angels appear telling them Jesus is not there as he has risen.

v.9-12

The women return to tell the disciples who do not believe them, so Peter returns to the tomb and also 


finds it empty.

v.13-24

Cleopas and another disciple are walking to Emmaus when they are joined by Jesus. They don't 



recognize him, thinking him a stranger, and so tell him of all the events. 

v.25-35

Jesus explains to them how the scriptures prophesied all that had to happen with him. He goes in to eat 


with them and suddenly he is revealed to them, then he disappears. They are very encouraged and return 

immediately to Jerusalem to tell the other disciples.

v.36-49

While they are still talking Jesus appears in the room with the disciples. He eats fish with them and 


explains more how the scriptures foretold what had to happen, so that repentance and forgiveness could 


be preached to all nations beginning in Jerusalem. He tells them to stay in the city until they have 



received power from on high.

v.50-53

Jesus takes them out to Bethany, blesses them and then is taken up into heaven. They praise God 


continually in the temple.
