Special Easter Game - Pass the Easter Egg
(To remind children of the true Easter story)

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This exciting and fun game can be played indoors or outside, with both small and large groups of children. The suggested questions and challenges can be adapted according to the age of the children/players, but the purpose of the questions is to be reminders of the story of Holy Week, with the death and resurrection of Jesus Christ. It can be made into more of a teaching tool by telling further details of the story after each question is answered, since the questions are in the order of the biblical events.
Preparation 
1. Start with a large plastic egg or similarly shaped container filled with Easter candy. Wrap it with a layer of colored paper, maintaining the egg shape. Attach a small label numbered with the number of the final question/challenge (see below).

2. Add another layer of wrapping paper (different color) and label with next-to-last number. Continue to add layers of wrapping using different colors to distinguish each layer, and number each layer in order with decreasing numbers so that the final layer will be #1.
3. Prepare a bowl of candy to be placed in the center of the circle of children to reward those who answer correctly.

Playing the game
The children sit down in a circle and the large Easter egg is handed from child to child while music is being played. When the music stops (or a whistle is blown) whichever child has the egg should answer the question or perform the challenge numbered #1 and read out by the teacher. If answered or performed correctly, the child carefully removes the first layer of paper and then takes a piece of candy from the bowl in the center of the circle. The Easter egg is passed on and the game then continues.

If a child does not answer correctly or refuses to perform the challenge, the game continues without that child taking a piece of candy from the center.

The prize for the final layer is the candy inside the egg.

Suggested questions and challenges
1. Jesus and his disciples had a final meal together as part of celebrating which Jewish feast?   (Passover)
2. What did Jesus do during the Last Supper, as an example to his disciples of being a servant?   (Washed their feet)
3. Who left the Last Supper early?   (Judas)
4. How much did Judas get paid for betraying Jesus and telling the chief priests where he would be?   (30 pieces of silver)
5. Sing a song about Jesus.

6. Which Christian ritual did Jesus start at the Last Supper and is still celebrated in churches all over the world?   (Holy Communion)
7. Where did Jesus go with his disciples to pray?   (Garden of Gethsemane)
8. Which 3 disciples fell asleep after Jesus asked them to keep watch for him?   (Peter, James and John)
9. How did Judas identify Jesus for the soldiers?   (With a kiss)
10. Hop on one foot around the outside of the circle of children.

11. Who fought with a sword to protect Jesus?   (Peter)
12. Where was Jesus taken first?   (To the chief priests/Sanhedrin)
13. Which disciple followed Jesus to see what would happen?   (Peter)

14. Take your piece of candy from the bowl and give it to someone else.

15. What did Peter do 3 times before the rooster crowed?   (Denied he knew Jesus)
16. Who questioned Jesus after the chief priests?   (The Roman governor, Pontius Pilate)
17. Which prisoner was set free instead of Jesus?   (The murderer, Barabbas) 

18. Before Jesus was dressed up as a king, what did they do to him?   (He was whipped/beaten)
19. Quote a bible verse.
20. As Jesus was carrying the cross, he was helped by which man?   (Simon, from Cyrene)
21. How was Jesus put on the cross?   (With nails in his hands and feet)
22. What was written on the sign placed above Jesus on the cross?   (This is Jesus, the King of the Jews)

23. Who was crucified next to Jesus?   (2 thieves)

24. Whom did Jesus tell to take care of his mother, Mary?   (His disciple, John)
25. Hum a well-known hymn or Christian song.

26. What happened as soon as Jesus died?   (An earthquake/ the temple curtain was torn)
27. What did the soldiers do when they found Jesus was dead?   (Pierced his side with a spear)

28. Why did the crucified men have to be dead and taken down that day?   (Because of the Feast of the Passover)
29. Who asked to bury Jesus' body?   (Joseph of Arimathea)
30. Who helped Joseph prepare Jesus' body with grave clothes and spices.   (Nicodemus)
31. Walk backwards around the outside of the circle.

32. How was the tomb sealed up after Jesus' body was placed inside?   (With a huge rock, and the Roman soldiers put a seal on it and placed a guard outside)
33. On the 3rd day, what did the disciples find in the tomb?   (Only the grave clothes of Jesus)
34. What did the angel at the tomb say?   (That Jesus had risen as he had promised)
35. Name a person in the Old Testament.
36. After Jesus was resurrected, who was the first person he appeared and spoke to?   (Mary Magdalene)
37. When Jesus appeared to his disciples inside the locked room, which disciple was not there and doubted it?  (Thomas)
38. What were some of the disciples doing when Jesus appeared to them in Galilee?   (Fishing)
39. How many times did Jesus ask Peter if he loved him?   (Three)
40. Before Jesus ascended into Heaven, what last command did he give to his followers?   (Go and preach the Gospel)
