SALVATION
Acts 4:12  There is salvation in none other, for neither is there any other name under heaven, that is given among men, by which we must be saved!
Hebrews 5:8,9  Even though Jesus was the Son of God, he learned to obey by what he suffered. And he became our perfect high priest. He gives eternal salvation to all who obey him.**
John 5:24 Most certainly I tell you, he who hears my word, and believes him who sent me, has eternal life, and doesn’t come into judgment, but has passed out of death into life.
Hebrews 9:28  So Christ was offered as a sacrifice one time to take away the sins of many people. And he will come a second time, but not to offer himself for sin. He will come again to bring salvation to those who are waiting for him.**
John 3:18  He who believes in God’s Son is not judged guilty. He who does not believe has already been judged guilty, because he has not believed in God’s only Son.**
Romans 12:12  Be joyful because you have hope. Be patient when trouble comes. Pray at all times.**
Luke 16:10  He who is faithful in a very little is faithful also in much. He who is dishonest in a very little is also dishonest in much.
Luke 9:23  He said to all, “If anyone desires to come after me, let him deny himself, take up his cross, and follow me.
Luke 6:30,31  Give to everyone who asks you. When a person takes something that is yours, don’t ask for it back. Do for other people what you want them to do for you.**
Mark 16:15  He said to them, “Go into all the world, and preach the Good News to the whole creation.
Matthew 18:5  Whoever accepts a little child in my name accepts me.**
FORGIVENESS
1 John 1:9  But if we confess our sins, he will forgive our sins. We can trust God. He does what is right. He will make us clean from all the wrongs we have done.**
Hebrews 8:12  I will forgive them for the wicked things they did. I will not remember their sins anymore.**
Ephesians 4:32  Be kind and loving to each other. Forgive each other just as God forgave you in Christ.**
Luke 17:3,4  If your brother sins, tell him he is wrong. But if he is sorry and stops sinning, forgive him. If your brother sins against you seven times in one day, but he says that he is sorry each time, then forgive him.**
Matthew 6:14  For if you forgive men their trespasses, your heavenly Father will also forgive you.
1 John 3:17  But whoever has the world’s goods, and sees his brother in need, and closes his heart of compassion against him, how does the love of God remain in him?
Hebrews 12:14  Try to live in peace with all people. And try to live lives free from sin. If anyone’s life is not holy, he will never see the Lord.**
2 Timothy 2:15  Do the best you can to be the kind of person that God will approve, and give yourself to him. Be a worker who is not ashamed of his work—a worker who uses the true teaching in the right way.**
Philippians 4:8  Finally, brothers, whatever things are true, whatever things are honorable, whatever things are just, whatever things are pure, whatever things are lovely, whatever things are of good report; if there is any virtue, and if there is any praise, think about these things.
Ephesians 4:29  Let no corrupt speech proceed out of your mouth, but only what is good for building others up as the need may be, that it may give grace to those who hear.

His divine power has given us everything we need for life and godliness through our knowledge of him who called us by his own glory and goodness. 2 Corinthians 10:5  And we destroy every proud thing that raises itself against the knowledge of God. We capture every thought and make it give up and obey Christ.**
1 Corinthians 13:4-7  Love is patient and kind. Love is not jealous, it does not brag, and it is not proud. Love is not rude, is not selfish, and does not become angry easily. Love does not remember wrongs done against it. Love takes no pleasure in evil, but rejoices over the truth. Love patiently accepts all things. It always trusts, always hopes, and always continues strong.**
Romans 14:13  So we should stop judging each other. We must make up our minds not to do anything that will make a Christian brother sin.**
Romans 15:1  Now we who are strong ought to bear the weaknesses of the weak, and not to please ourselves.
Matthew 6:33 But seek first God’s Kingdom, and his righteousness; and all these things will be given to you as well.
John 3:16  For God so loved the world, that he gave his one and only Son, that whoever believes in him should not perish, but have eternal life.
Romans 6:23  For the wages of sin is death, but the free gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.
1 Thessalonians 5:9  God did not choose us to suffer his anger, but to have salvation through our Lord Jesus Christ.**
2 Corinthians 5:17  Therefore if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation. The old things have passed away. Behold, all things have become new.
John 14:6  Jesus said to him, “I am the way, the truth, and the life. No one comes to the Father, except through me.
Romans 10:9 … that if you will confess with your mouth that Jesus is Lord, and believe in your heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved. 
ENCOURAGEMENT
Joshua 1:9  Remember that I commanded you to be strong and brave. So don’t be afraid. The Lord your God will be with you everywhere you go.**
Hebrews 13:5,6  Be free from the love of money, content with such things as you have, for he has said, “I will in no way leave you, neither will I in any way forsake you.”
Matthew 19:26  Jesus looked at them and said, “For men this is impossible. But for God all things are possible.”**
Isaiah 40:31  But the people who trust the Lord will become strong again. They will be able to rise up as an eagle in the sky. They will run without needing rest. They will walk without becoming tired.**
2 Corinthians 4:17  We have small troubles for a while now, but they are helping us gain an eternal glory. That glory is much greater than the troubles.**
2 Corinthians 10:4  for the weapons of our warfare are not of the flesh, but mighty before God to the throwing down of strongholds,
John 16:33  I told you these things so that you can have peace in me. In this world you will have trouble. But be brave! I have defeated the world!**
Psalm 44:7  But you have saved us from our adversaries, and have shamed those who hate us.
James 4:7  Be subject therefore to God. But resist the devil, and he will flee from you.
Psalm 34:19  Many are the afflictions of the righteous, but Yahweh delivers him out of them all.
Revelation 3:21  He who overcomes, I will give to him to sit down with me on my throne, as I also overcame, and sat down with my Father on his throne.
Revelation 2:26  He who overcomes, and he who keeps my works to the end, to him I will give authority over the nations.
HEALING
1 Peter 2:24  Christ carried our sins in his body on the cross. He did this so that we would stop living for sin and start living for what is right. And we are healed because of his wounds.**
Psalm 103:2,3  My whole being, praise the Lord. Do not forget all his kindnesses. The Lord forgives me for all my sins. He heals all my diseases.**
Acts 10:38  You know about Jesus from Nazareth. God made him the Christ by giving him the Holy Spirit and power. You know how Jesus went everywhere doing good. He healed those who were ruled by the devil, for God was with Jesus.**
Luke 8:48  Jesus said to her, “Dear woman, you are healed because you believed. Go in peace.”**
Mark 11:24 Therefore I tell you, all things whatever you pray and ask for, believe that you have received them, and you shall have them.
James 5:14,15  Is any among you sick? Let him call for the elders of the assembly, and let them pray over him, anointing him with oil in the name of the Lord, and the prayer of faith will heal him who is sick, and the Lord will raise him up. If he has committed sins, he will be forgiven.
Luke 9:1,2  He called the twelve together, and gave them power and authority over all demons, and to cure diseases. He sent them out to preach God’s Kingdom and to heal the sick.
John 14:12  Most certainly I tell you, he who believes in me, the works that I do, he will do also; and he will do greater works than these, because I am going to my Father.
Proverbs 3:7,8  Don’t depend on your own wisdom. Respect the Lord and refuse to do wrong. Then your body will be healthy. And your bones will be strong.**
THE CHRISTIAN LIFE
John 13:34,35  A new commandment I give to you, that you love one another. Just as I have loved you, you also love one another. By this everyone will know that you are my disciples, if you have love for one another.
James 4:17  To him therefore who knows to do good, and doesn’t do it, to him it is sin.
1 Peter 2:12  People who do not believe are living all around you. They might say that you are doing wrong. So live good lives. Then they will see the good things you do, and they will give glory to God on the day when Christ comes again.**
Matthew 5:44  But I tell you, love your enemies, bless those who curse you, do good to those who hate you, and pray for those who mistreat you and persecute you,
Jeremiah 29:11  I say this because I know what I have planned for you,” says the Lord. “I have good plans for you. I don’t plan to hurt you. I plan to give you hope and a good future.**
Mark 11:25,26  When you are praying, and you remember that you are angry with another person about something, then forgive him. If you do this, then your Father in heaven will also forgive your sins.” [But if you don’t forgive other people, then your Father in heaven will not forgive your sins.]**
Isaiah 43:25  I, I am the One who forgives all your sins. I do this to please myself. I will not remember your sins.**
Isaiah 44:22  I have swept away your offenses like a cloud, your sins like the morning mist. Return to me, for I have redeemed you. (NIV)
Matthew 26:28  for this is my blood of the new covenant, which is poured out for many for the remission of sins.
2 Chronicles 7:14  if my people, who are called by my name, shall humble themselves, and pray, and seek my face, and turn from their wicked ways; then I will hear from heaven, and will forgive their sin, and will heal their land.
